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1.    Which are the criteria (legal, professional, personal, working  abilities, and qualities, clear criminal record, integrity, education, knowledge of foreign languages, master degrees, background, etc.), that the members of the Judicial/Prosecutorial Council should fulfill to become members of the Councils, and which documents they should submit to prove the existence  of these conditions ? (regardless of whether referring to the judges or non-judge members).
The National Council of the Judiciary is constitutional organ,  in accordance with Art. 186 paragraph 1 of the Constitution of the Republic of Poland safeguarding the independence of courts and judges. 
Art. 187 of the Constitution of the Republic of Poland provides that the National Council of the Judiciary shall be composed as follows:
1. the First President of the Supreme Court, the Minister of Justice, the President of the Supreme Administrative Court and an individual appointed by the President of the Republic;

2. 15 judges chosen from amongst the judges of the Supreme Court, common courts, administrative courts and military courts;

3. 4 members chosen by the Sejm from amongst its Deputies and 2 members chosen by the Senate from amongst its Senators.
The nature of the constitutional regulation concerning the composition of the National Council of the Judiciary determines ex lege on the criteria be meet by the persons as to be eligible for the post of the Member of the Council. 
2.     Which are the methods and procedures, used by the body/bodies, responsible for the appointment/lection of the members of the Councils, for checking the above-mentioned skills, abilities and qualities (are there integrity checks, security cheeks, interviews, provided by the previous jobs and positions etc., and in which stage of the selection of the candidates these checks take place? Whether the bodies responsible for the appointments could provide some kind of documents in order to check these abilities and from which bodies/institutions? 
Detailed arrangements for the appointment of the Members of the National Council of the Judiciary are included in the Act of 12 May 2011 on the National Council of the Judiciary (Journal of Laws No. 2011, item 714).  
It must not (and it does not, of course) go beyond the limits and consequences of the principles set out by the Constitution In this mater.  
The Act does not deal with the criteria to be met by a representative of the President or Parliament.

With regard to judges – Members of Council - the sole and exclusive criteria is to have the status of a judge and to be elected for this position in the mode prescribed by the law.
In terms of selection as a member of the Council, the Article 9. of the Act on the National Council of the Judiciary provides that the Sejm of the Republic of Poland appoints four members of the Council from among its Deputies for a period of four years and the Senate appoints also two members of the Council from among the senators for a period of four years.
Act of the National Council of the Judiciary provides that a judge may serve as an elected member of the only two terms. The Act of National Council of the Judiciary regulates the election of judges to the Council as follows (Art. 11 - 13): - at the level of common courts (district, circuit, and appeal) and administrative courts a kind of primary elections are carried out consisting of: choosing from among the judges of respective court levels the representatives to the all-country assembly, which elects Members of the Council in the number specified for them by law. Thus the General Assembly of Judges of the Supreme Court appoints two members of the Council from among the judges of that Court for the term of office. The General Assembly of Judges of the Supreme Administrative Court, together with the representatives of general  meetings of the voivodship administrative courts, appoints two members of the Council, from among the judges of administrative courts, for the term of office. The assembly of representatives of general meetings of judges of courts of appeal appoints two members of the Council from among the judges of courts of appeal for the term of office. The assembly of representatives of general meetings of circuit courts’ judges appoints eight members of the Council from among its composition for the term of office. The Assembly of Judges of Military Courts appoints one member of the Council from among its composition for the term of office.
Act on the National Council of the Judiciary states more precisely that the general meetings of judges of courts of appeal appoint representatives of the general meeting of judges of courts of appeal from among judges of courts of appeal in the quantity equal to one fifth of the number of those judges. The general meetings of circuit courts’ judges appoint representatives of the general meetings of circuit courts from among their members in the quantity equal to one fiftieth of the number of the circuit's judges. The general meetings of judges of voivodship administrative courts appoint two representatives each from among their members to the general assembly.
 
It should be noted that the Act on the National Council of the Judiciary creates a mechanism for evaluating the quality of performance of functions by the judges elected to the Council. In accordance with Art. 13 paragraph 4 sentence 2 and paragraph 5 of the Ac,t the Chairman of the Council convenes the meeting of the representatives once every two years as well as upon the request of one third of the number of the representatives or upon the request of the Council. Meetings of the representatives evaluate the activities of the members of the Council appointed by them, put forward postulates to the Council concerning its activity and adopt resolutions concerning matters appearing in the activity of common courts.
3.     Which are the criteria that the Presidents of the Councils should fulfill to become presidents of these bodies?
In the Polish legal system there are no formalised such criteria.  The choice for the position of Chairman depends on the preferences of the voters during the act of democratic elections. 
4.    Which are the criteria that the President of the Supreme Court and the Director of the Judicial Academy/training institution (where they exist) should fulfill to become elected for these positions and are there procedures for checking their abilities.
In a similar manner applies to as above The First President of the Supreme Court. The Director of the National School of Judiciary and Public Prosecution is appointed, in accordance with Art. 5 of the Act of 23 January 2009 on the National School of Judiciary and Public Prosecution (Journal of Laws No. 2012, item 1230),  by the Minister of Justice for a 5-year term of office, under advice from the National Council of the Judiciary and National Council of Prosecutor’s. The Director of the National School can only be a judge, a prosecutor, a person holding the title of professor or a post-doctoral degree in law, or a judge or prosecutor at rest (retired).
